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Cover Illustration: "The pharmacy of HMr J B Fllard, MRPharmS, in the High
Street, Ripley, Surrey, is one of the buildings illustrated in a 28-page booklet,
"A Walk About Ripley Village", recently published by the Send & Ripley History
Socicty. The building behind the pharmacy was once an inn, the White Horse,
Although the cxlerior has a Victorian look about it, this property was actually
built. around an earlier timber-framed house. The cross-wing to the right, known
as little Barn, has a crown post roof dating from the early 16th century.

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ODDITIES OF LONDON
An Illustrated Talk by Mr Lric Tupper
Motes by Tony Medlen

Lric Tupper is a retired naval architect with a particular love of London and some of
its less well-known places of interest.

Eric took us on a guided towr of London; his talk was well illustrated with his own excel-
lent slides, and it was an interesting and amusing excursion.  The tour followed the River
Thames from Greenwich to the Houses of Parliament. The writer has attempted to
extract some of the interesting details.

Greenwiclt is one of the most fascinating areas in lLondon, and the recently renovated
Queen's House is now open to the public. The Queen's House, built in the early [18th
century by Inigo Jones for Queen Anne, originally bridged the main road from ILondon
to Greenwich:  one half was in the Park and the other in the grounds of the then Royal
Palace.  Greenwich is dominated by Sir Christopher Wren's magnificent Royal Naval
College, which is the naval equivalent of the army's Roval Hospital at Chelsea. Wren
is said Lo have waived the [ee for his work, as he had such a high regard for the Royal
Navy. It was stated thal originallv he wanted to build the College with one dome, bul
Rueen Anne felt that this would spoil her view, so he compromised by building two smaller
domes, one which houses the painted ceiling and the other the Chapel. The paintings
in each dome are worthy of note. The main painting in the Chapel is over the alter
and is Benjamin West's "Shipwreck of St Pawd". Wesl was an American, and is the only
American who has been a President of the Royal Academy. The marvellous paintings
in the "Painted Holl" are by Thornhill. It took him 19 years to paini. these and he was
paid £3 a square vard for the ceiling and £1 a square vard for the walls. It was a fixed
price contract and Thornhill asked for a rise: however, he was refused, and there is
a self portrait of Thornhill incorporated in the painiing asking the miserly Admiralty
conumissioners for more monex.

Fric referred to the recent piiblication of a guide book detailing interesting walks from
the Thames Barrier to the source of the Thames. N is now possible to follow the South
Bank on Thames Wharf. and many of the old dockvard buildings and the docks have been
renovated.

Tower Rridge was opened in 1897. and at one time 80 staff were required to operate
it 24 howrs a day. Ostlers were employed to look aftcr carthorses that were used to
haul away any wagons that had broken down on the bridge. Tower Bridge is the Lastern
limit. of the City of London and Temple Bar is the Western limit. The Barbican is the
Northern boundary, and the Shakespeare Tower at the Barbican is the highest residential
block in Furope. Close to the entrance to the Tower of London is a small building origi-
nally owned by the [london Hvdraulic Power Company. Here in 1870 was constructed
the first underground railway in London, connecting Tower Hill with Bermondsey. It
was built using Brunel's tunnelling machine. Steam traction engines were used ito haul
the railway wagons, and one can imagine the pollution produced underground. However,
it was wnreliable and fell into disuse, and was later used only for pedestrians. Today
it carries pipes and cables across the river.

The City of London once had 87 churches. The smallest church is that of St FEthelburg,
now a "Guild" church. One of the rectors of St Ethelbirg was hung, drawn and quartered
for refusing to recognise King Henry VII as head of the Church of England. Many of
these churches were destroved in the Great Fire of London in 1666, including the old
church of St Paunl.  Today Sir Christopher Wrep's magnificent St Paul's Cathedral building
still dominates the City sky.  There is a second St Paul's Cathedral in lLondon, and this
is to be scen on the Western side of Vauxhall Bridge. The bridge, when viewed from
the river, is decorated with statues portraying different types of industry. Architecture
is represented by o statue holding a model of St Paul's Cathedral.
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Southwark Cathedral houses the John Harvard Chapel, and many Americans come to
pay homage. The George Inn in Borough High Street, which is still a pub and restaurant,
is owned by the National Trust. It is a fine example of a "galleried" inn and the only
one left in London - well worth a visit. Close to the headquarters of the Post Office
at Mount Pleasant is Postman's Park. The park was designed by Watt, the great 19th
century painter, and on the walls are many plaques depicting great acts of bravery by
ordinary people, both young and old. It is a fascinating place to visit and not at all
well-known.

Another famous City church is St Bride's. This church has strong associations with printers
and Fleet Street. Caxton's apprentice, William Lincoln, is said to have set up his press
alongside the church. Thus the print unions have their various "chapels" rather than
branches. Nearby is the "Old Church and Cheese" pub, used in the day by journalists
and newspaper men. On Armistice Day in 1918, the resident parrot, "Polly", is said
to have imitated the sound of popping Champagne corks 400 times and promptly fainted.
When Polly died in 1926, aged 40, her obituary appeared in 200 newspapers.

The famous London "Guilds" were originally established to protect the interests of certain
types of tradesmen. They were very hard on any member who produced shoddy work,
and there is still a strict ranking within the guilds as to order of precedence. The first
guild is that of the Mercers, and so on. There has always been a dispute between the
Merchant Taylors and Skinners as to which guild should occupy positions 6 and 7 in the
Lord Mayor's Show. The dispute has been settled by alternating the positions between
the guilds. The expression "to be at sixes and sevens" is said to originate from this.
Costermongers are fairly low in the ranking list and were the original street traders.
Many were often illiterate and would nominate spokesmen to represent them. These
were recognised by buttons which were sewn onto their jackets or hats. A Mr Cross,
one such representative, decided to go overboard and had buttons sewn all over his coat,
and so the "Pearly Kings and Queens” originated. Today, every year, they raise thousands
of pounds for various charities, and they have an annual service, held at the church of
St Martin-in-the-Fields.

London's first gas-powered traffic light was established in Parliament Square in 1860
and it required a policeman full-time to operate it. Unfortunately, after three days,
it exploded and killed the poor policeman. The lights were removed from service and
it was not until the 1920s that traffic lights again appeared in London. Eric pointed

Eric pointed out many details of interest in London which are generally overlooked:
the fine street "furniture" to be seen around the EEmbankment, near Cleopatra's Needle,
and the recently renovated Covent Garden area, scene of the first Punch and Judy show,
witnessed by Samuel Pepys in 1662.

The evening proved to be most amusing and made many of us realise what treasures
are nearby but unexplored. Perhaps, as we are so close, it is time the Society organised
a day's outing around the City of London - any comments?

SURREY LOCAL HISTORY SYMPOSIUM

This popular annual event, reported in the last edition of the Newsletter, is again being
held at Surrey University in November 1991. Most of our members will be aware that
the symposium topics vary from year to year, which provides a focal point for the partici-
pating local societies and speakers. This year the theme is food (or food and drink).

This Society, which has supported the symposium almost every year since its foundation,
will again attend. One suggestion for the society's exhibition is local food production
methods, many of which have disappeared, such as flour milling and bread baking. Any
other suggestions?

Edward Partridge

Although he was never a member of this Society, the death of old Mr Partridge, just
before Christmas, is recorded with particular sadness. The Society first made his acquain-
tance as early as 1976 when we had a joint meeting with the then Ockham History Society
in Ripley Village Hall. The subject was "The Surrey Gravel Beds - An Archaeological
Survey", and the speaker was David Longley, a professional archaeologist employed by
the Surrey Archaeological Society to make the survey. The report in our Newsletter
No 9 ended thus: "At the conclusion of the meeting, Mr Edward Partridge of Cobham
produced from his bag a collection of neolithic worked flints which he said were repre-
sentative of the collection of over 1000 which he had picked up in Send where the car
park now is, opposite the tannery from which Tannery Lane takes its name, in the period
1925-1930. He is the son-in-law of the late Mr S S Boorman, JP, who farmed Heath
Farm before Mr Secrett acquired it in the 1930's, and was working on the land at the
time. It is hoped to inspect his collection shortly and to obtain further information."

Some time later (I can't find it reported in the Newsletter), I went to see him at his
smallholding in the Ockham, Cobham, East llorsley area, and he produced plastic bags
of flints from beneath the bench seats round a window bay. If I recall correctly, the
majority of them were simply struck flints rather than worked ones, but he had some
very nice ones there, including at least one beautifully polished specimen which I think
he said he found on Ockham Common. Ann Watson, Secretary of the Ockham History
Society, and local Secretary for the SAS, will know the details of the flints much better
than I do. He also fished out bags of the trade tokens with which Mr Boorman had been
accustomed to pay the casual fruit pickers, mostly gypsies, at Heath Farm. They could
then exchange them for groceries at Mrs Collins' shop at Send Marsh, I recall him saying.
He gave me 22 of these tokens as specimens for the Society, which still owns them.

The Society remade Mr Partridge's acquaintance quite recently when he attended (with
Ann Watson) our Museum Evening in Ripley Village Hall on 17 October 1989. On that
occasion he displayed a selection of his flints, including the beautifully polished one.
Then a very elderly man in shirt sleeves, braces and very loose trousers, he demonstrated
very graphically how to use the old heavy hay knife which had earlier been given to
us by the late Joe Baigent of Hillside Farm, Send, and with great dramatic effect, the
wooden flail, given to us by the late Mrs Donn of Tannery Lane. As climax to the demon-
stration, which he accompanied in a stentorian voice, the ancient wooden implement
broke as he literally flailed around with it on the Hall floor to the peril of those seated
nearby - an unforgettable moment. IHe also told one or two of us specifically that when
he died he wished his collection of flints to come to Send & Ripley History Society for
display, eventually, in the museum which it is hoped to set up.

I am unaware whether he had any family to whom to offer condolences, but 1 am sure
we all wish his unquenchably vigorous spirit well, wherever it may be. Oh, and inquiries
are being made as to the fate of the flints.

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100 YEARS AGO

Extract from "Bicycling News", 31 January 1891

To-morrow we expect there will be the usual
run of visitors up for the Show, with numerous
Londoners acting as cicerones, to the historic
Anchor at Ripley. The roads are not likely,
after the recent thaw and rain to be in such
good order as they have been on some previous
occasions, but we doubt not that there will be
a good muster of enthusiasts of one cort and
another.

Extract from the then newly founded weekly magazine "Cycling", issue for 7 February
1891. This periodical is still going strongly as "Cycling Weekly" and has just
celebrated its centenary.

"SHOW SUNDAY."
On the Ripley Road

To cyclists, "Show Sunday" is known as the day following the completion of the Stanley
Show, and it may be here stated that on every "Show Sunday" there have always been
a large number of riders On the famed Ripley Road, some because they consider that
after the Show the riding season should immediately begin; others because they are
anxious to seize the opportunity while in the neighbourhood of London of visiting that
cycling Mecca - Ripley; and it used to be traditional that the men who had machines
built for them at the Show put them to practical test by trundling them Ripley-wards
immediately after they were released from the eager-gazing crowd at the Show.

Be this as it may, the fact remains that riders are more numerous on the Ripley Road
on this particular day than on any other at this time of the year, and last Sunday was
no exception to the rule. The rain of the previous days had pretty well got dried up
by means of the North-East wind which had been blowing, and in fact the Road was
in better condition than it had been for any day in the last two months.

INSURANCE RECORDS
Researched by Brian Christmas
Introduction by John Slatford
In Newsletter‘ No 57, we reported the negative result of checking the origin of one of
the fire marks on the wall of Ryde House in Ripley. At that time we commented upon

records, kept by insurance companies, of policies issued as long ago as the mid to late
18th century.

More recently, a genealogist friend, Brian Christmas, who now lives in Maidstone, but
was originally from this district, has been researching various company archives. In
doing so, he has come across a number of policies relating to local people and properties.
With his permission, we reproduce the details of some of these - they make interesting
reading, if only for their simplicity when compared to the present day policies.
