We were given some information and two pictures from Susan Arens, who is researching her
great-grandfather, Frank Spencer, who worked for Mr Maling Grant of Sendhurst Grange.

Mr Grant was a millionaire with tea and indigo plantations in India. He owned Fell Hill farm and
a considerable amount of land including most of Burnt Common. The people of Send and his
employees knew him for his philanthropy. He gave Send village an institute at Burnt Common
where they played billiards, had whist drives and sing songs. It is replaced now by Shell filling
station.

He also
provided a football
pitch on his
Woodhill field for
the Send team. This
picture of the team
in fancy dress in
1913 shows Frank
Spencer at the back
in a top hat. Dick
Mellem whose
father worked at
Fell Hill farm gave , ¥ T3 ; e
us some of the other D e £5'& & et '
names. They - Send- FC. Fancy Dir¢ss Cardival-1913,
included his father B 2 J i e N N i N
and eldest brother, Arthur Sex, Wally Broomfield from the shoe shop, Walter Grove from the
Worsfold Gate boathouse and many others, but sadly he did not say whereabouts they all stand in
the picture.

Frank Spencer lived in Sendhurst cottage from 1902-1913, with his wife Edith and nine
children. The picture outside the glasshouses at Sendhurst Grange shows Frank standing on the
right, with his eldest son Herbert on the left.

I have been asked to reply to your enquiry from the S&RHS as I was the author of the Two Village
Schools together with David Porter. Although the book was published over 10 years ago I am still
contacted by people who like yourself are disappointed that their own name or family members
are not included in the Pupil Lists of the school they attended.

The reason is that I did not have the Admissions Book for Send School which would have
given me a complete list of Pupils. It has never been found. I had to rely on names gathered from
the backs of school photographs and names given to me by local people with long memories. [ am
sorry that your name did not appear but I shall add it to the ongoing list that I keep and when there
is an update to the Addendum of Names that the Society printed to go with the book in later years,
I will include your name and that of your brother Terrence and sister Adrienne. Please could you
give me a date to go with their names? And is KNIGHT your maiden name?



I was pleased to read your comments about your happy time at Send school and it was
good to have a POSITIVE comment about Miss Perrin. Most past pupils only remember her as a
strict disciplinarian whom they feared!

Do you recall the school plays that you were in and do you have any photos of them, also
do you have any photos of yourself as the May Queen?

The tradition of the May Queen changed somewhat when the school closed and St Bede's
became the junior school for Send and four other parishes in the diocese. The new headmaster
thought that every girl from the school should be considered for the honour of being the May
Queen and so any girl who wanted to be May Queen put her name in a box and a name was then
drawn at random.

The May Day celebrations on the recreation ground faded out over the years but I believe
members of the Send Parish council are trying to make it an annual event again.

Jenny has now sent us some photographs. The play was ‘How many miles to Babylon’ (1963) and
Jenny is the girl in the big hat.




TO SOUTH AFRICA AND BACK

Living next door to the ancient and very picturesque Wisley Church we meet many visitors,
usually dropping in on their way to or from the RHS or The Anchor at Pyrford lock. Occasionally
the visitor has a personal connection with the church or the village. This summer we got into
conversation with Mike Woodhead over on holiday from South Africa. His family came from this
area and when Mike became aware of my involvement with the local history society he mentioned
that he had a Victorian print of a cycling scene in Ripley High St., dedicated to Hughes Bailey
and signed “Charles E Shaw, 1897”. Hughes Bailey was Mike’s great uncle who lived in West
Byfleet.

On returning home Mike kindly sent us a photograph of his print, saying “I hope you can
display this in your museum”. Needless to say, Les Bowerman immediately recognised the print
and wrote to thank Mike, saying:

“Thanks for this. It is a very fine detailed picture showing at a specific date the state of the
Anchor and other buildings at that time and also a varied range of cycles and cycling outfits. We
can also check its accuracy (pretty good) against an equally fine photo of a very similar scene
(with different people and machines) published in Cycling World Illustrated of 1896.
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The original painting ... by Charles E Shaw was auctioned about 3-4 years ago. If I remember
correctly, I bid for it but it was bought by an art dealer who fancied hanging it in his office. [ know
of around half a dozen other copies of this print and, in fact, I have one myself with the original
wording by the artist, albeit addressed to a different person. One presumes that Shaw sold them
and addressed them to the purchasers. I believe we may have a photo of one of the prints on
display in the museum and I have one (addressed to another person) hanging above the
mantelpiece in the room where we have our Committee meetings.

The photo of Hughes Bailey's print is well worth keeping and we much appreciate your
kind gift of it, especially in view of your relationship to the original owner.”



MORE ABOUT JAMES STEER, RIPLEY CLOCK MAKER

Following the article in Journal 222 (Jan/Feb 2012) a website enquiry came from Wendy
Ashenden in New Zealand asking about her ancestor James Steer. She had discovered a great deal
about him including the manner of his death in Guildford on 5th March 1849 and was able to send
me a copy of his death certificate.

The cause of death on the certificate has prompted some more research about medicines in the
18th century. The entry reads “From an overdose of Prussic Acid, he having previously for a long
time past taken it as medicine under the advice of his Physician”. Prussic acid or hydrocyanic acid
as it is properly known was, it seems, in common use during that period as a treatment for
dyspepsia or indigestion.

Researches go back almost 300 years when there were a number of preparations containing
hydrocyanic acid. Among these was cherry-laurel water made by distilling the leaves of the
common laurel. At one time this was used as a flavouring additive to brandy and had caused the
death of two women in Dublin in 1731. An anatomy and surgery lecturer in Dublin, Thomas
Maddern, published an investigation into this and the effects of cherry-laurel water. He
experimented on dogs and showed that small doses caused convulsions and larger ones brought
about rapid death!

An English physician, Browne Langrish, also experimented with cherry-laurel water and found
that when he gave four fluid ounces to a large dog it died within seconds. He also found that small
doses to a dog seemed to be beneficial. This was in the 1730s and after that time there were
various researchers over many years seeking to find uses for hydrocyanic acid in medicine. It
began to be accepted in the early 1800s but it is difficult to understand why when it was dangerous
to use and potentially lethal. It is probably true that in much of medicine in the 1800s all manner
of dubious and dangerous products were foisted upon unsuspecting patients.

The French pharmacopoeia admitted acidum hydrocyanicum in 1818. The United States followed
in 1820 but it was many years before it was admitted into the British pharmacopoeia.
Notwithstanding this, there was evidence that the acid was being extensively used in London in
1820 for the treatment of dyspepsia and other stomach conditions.

Acceptance eventually came in 1836 when it was described as a sedative and antispasmodic but
there were pockets of resistance with it being described as “commonly used for suicide and fit for
little else”. The rapid sedative action was a useful medicament for physicians but it was soon
discovered that it lacked other curative powers that were claimed for it. In the latter half of the
19th century its use declined with the introduction of more effective sedatives but it was not until
1948 that hydrocyanic or prussic acid was finally deleted from the British pharmacopoeia.

So how did James Steer die? Was it accidental or did he take his own life? His death certificate
simply says “an overdose” and so it is unlikely that any other evidence will be found.

Growing up in Send - Part 1
1950-1960
Malcolm Isted

Introduction

In the Surrey book of Nicholas Pevsner's classic architectural series The Buildings of England he
describes Send as: "A sad characterless village overrun with sprawl from Woking". In the spirit of
the rebellious 1960's I once started a school essay with: "If you ever have the misfortune to visit
Send . .". It's now over fifty years since I wrote those words and over forty years since I left Send.
Looking back now I want to challenge Nicholas Pevsner's harsh description and repent on my
unjustified comments. Send was not, on reflection, a "sad" place to grow up in. It's true that Send
doesn't really have a centre, there's no cluster of thatched cottages around a village green or quaint
streets of honey coloured stone houses. It's a linear village of mainly late 19th and 20th century
houses straggling along the A247 for a mile or two. But hiding behind this piecemeal ribbon
development is a rather different Send.

For a child growing up in the 1950's there were lanes to wander along, woods to play in, a stream
to float sticks, trees to climb, ponds to watch dragonflies, a river to swim in or paddle a canoe
hired from Mr Groves's boathouse. Teenage angst that chose to ignore these experiences was
responsible for my unkind words about the village I lived in for seventeen years of my early life.
These memories are, if you like, an attempt to put the record straight.

I came to live in Send aged six in 1950 and when I recall my first impressions it's toilets that come
to mind, Send Primary School toilets to be exact. More of them later but mercifully not much
more. We moved into a new bungalow at the bottom of Send Hill and the corner of Bush Lane; a
bungalow my father designed and had built on land bought from Mr Rudkin. I settled down into
a village that became for me a natural outdoor adventure playground. So where to start with my
memories of that time? Perhaps with the institution I first had to get to grips with, Send Primary
School and its toilets.

Send Primary School

The Headmistress was the formidable Miss Perrin who lived in the next door schoolhouse with
her mother. Miss Perrin tolerated no nonsense from her pupils; she might not have tolerated it but
she got it nevertheless. There was the boy who set off a firework in the playground and unwisely
decided not to let it go, leaving Miss Perrin to deal with a rather bloody hand. Another boy with
rather limited ability to use a garden fork managed to impale his foot - he limped out of the
gardening class with blood oozing through the holes in his shoe, much to the fascination of the
rest of the class. As for me I managed to be sent to 'see' Miss Perrin in my first week and it was
my introduction to the novel sanitary arrangements in a small rural school that caused it. I was
given permission to leave class to go to the toilet so out of the school I went, down the boys' side
of the steep steps, across the boys' playground and behind the bad weather shelter. And there the
toilets were. But they were not toilets as I knew them. They were in fact simply buckets and not
recently emptied buckets at that. The ghastly sight and smell did it for me and I fled; out of the
school, down the lane and home. Unfortunately my mother wasn't home so I had to wait for her,
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meanwhile hiding from the two older pupils who had been sent from school to find me. On my
mother's return I was escorted back to school and a meeting with Miss Perrin. The consequence
of the whole experience was a rapid advance in the development of my bowel control.

Apart from Miss Perrin I remember some of the other teachers: Miss Palmer who took the infant
classes and seemed, but probably wasn't, very old. Mrs Brown and Mr and Mrs Donaldson who
taught in classrooms next to each other have also stayed pleasantly in my memory. Mrs
Summerfield, who was Miss Perrin's sister, came in to teach when any member of staff was
absent. One teacher whose name I don't remember had a habit of shouting every so often "I said
..." when apparently what he'd previously said hadn't achieved any reaction from the class. That
certainly got a reaction from me.

With a brain little occupied with what was going on in the classroom the shouted "I said" sounded
very much like "Isted".

Mr Donaldson, who sat at a desk next to the fireplace, was the most interesting of the teachers,
although even he couldn't interest me in improving my woeful performance in maths. When, with
predictable speed, a hopeless incomprehension of some maths problem set in, my interest
switched to looking out of the window despite it being set deliberately high to discourage such
enjoyable activities. I found watching the branches of the trees outside the classroom sway in the
breeze far more rewarding than working through hard sums.

Along with the toilets and maths another usually unpleasant experience were school dinners. They
were served in a large hut next to the boy's playground that operated as both canteen and a
classroom. Dishing out the food [Editors note- delivered to the school in aluminum containers
everyday] were intransigent dinner ladies who stonily refused to excuse me from the worst of their
fare. The very worst was fatty gristly meat of some kind accompanied by a dollop of slimy
steaming leeks. I had two strategies to avoid eating more than the minimum of this stomach
churning food. One was to pick at the food intermittently until, finally with the tables cleared
away and the pupils lining up for their afternoon class in the hut I was released, the food left
largely uneaten on the plate. A rather messier technique was to cough discreetly into my hand
thereby transferring some food from my mouth; this food would then be dropped on the floor or
put in my pocket to be disposed of outside. The only meat I did like was chicken but at the time
it was too expensive for school dinners; so for our Christmas dinner we had pork

The dinner aside, Christmas was one of the highlights of the year when the school relaxed with
games and decorations. Crowded into Miss Palmer's large classroom we had competitions and
sang carols. Being a Church of England school we celebrated every Christian festival. At Easter
we all went to a service in Send church; one year for some reason we went to Ripley church.

Another highlight of the year was Sports Day. Having no grassy playing field a long crocodile of
the whole school made its way to St. Bede's to use their playing field. As I remember it we were
able to pick our own teams for the relay race between the boys and girls. Waiting for the start with
the fastest runners in the school: Johnny Barrett, Jimmy Brewer, and Steven Docherty was an
anxious time; imagine the humiliation if I lost my leg of the relay to a girl! The girl I feared most
was Jackie Laking, a tall fast runner who could probably beat me. I needn't have worried; before
my leg the girls had dropped the baton and I sped unchallenged down the track while way behind
me the girls fumbled the changeover. I was never to scale such athletic heights again.
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We also celebrated royal occasions. For the coronation in June 1953 we all lined up in the
playground to receive mugs with a portrait of the Queen printed on them. I also still have two
National Savings cards with an image of a young Prince Charles on the 6d (2.5p) stamp in one
and an even younger Princess Anne in the other. Presumably they were given to us to encourage
a saving habit but it could also have been to celebrate the royal births. The saving message got
through to me as I still have the stamps; someone somewhere owes me 5p, plus I would hope
considerable interest.

In the same year as the coronation Edmund Hillary and Tenzing Norgay became the first climbers
to reach the summit of Everest. For us older pupils their feat led to the first - and indeed for me
the only - school trip to a cinema. We were taken to see the documentary film Conquest of Everest
in the Odeon cinema, Woking.

The day-to-day highlights of my primary school experience were the play times. Usually we
played 'he' or football with a tennis ball but we also played the old games: marbles, conkers,
cigarette cards. Marbles we played on a dirt strip at the edge of the asphalt playground; it was a
simple game of trying to hit the other person's marble but became more complicated and
contentious with the use of alleys (larger marbles) and ball bearings.

Conkers involved using a meat skewer to make a hole in your conker - and quite often your hand.
After several attempts to thread the string through you were off to do battle - in my case usually
only the one. Seriously competitive conker players used quasi-legal ways of strengthening their
conkers - heating in the oven or soaking in vinegar were, | think, some of them.

The game using cigarette cards is perhaps not known to many people today; I don't know why it
was ever played in the first place as it lacked any excitement. The way we played it all you had
to do was to try to flick your cigarette card further than your opponent. Cigarette manufacturers
hadn't designed their cards to be flicked by small boys in windy school playgrounds so they
usually didn't go very far. Cigarette cards were made to be collected and stuck in albums - and
presumably to encourage smokers to choose a particular brand. I liked the cards with pictures of
planes on them that came with Turf cigarettes and it was a happy moment when I found an empty
Turf packet with its card still inside. In those less litter-conscious days empty cigarette packets
were easily found.

I do remember a few of the things we did in the classroom. The whole class chanting Hilaire
Belloc's poem Do you remember an inn Miranda? is one of them. Over forty ten-year-olds* most
with little enthusiasm for rhyme or understanding of metre, chanting out a poem they didn't
understand was enough to put one off poetry for life. And we did it over and over again - or
perhaps it only seemed like it. It also seemed that most of what we did in class went on without
me. My reports are sprinkled with less than complimentary remarks about my performance; one
particularly unsympathetic teacher wrote "An extremely lazy boy". Despite this I did manage to
be awarded a prize. Unfortunately for me the handwriting prize was in the gift of the local vicar
who felt that the Life of Jesus was just what I needed to inspire me. Personally I felt that
something a little more exciting was what I needed.

And then one July day it was time to end my less than illustrious academic career at Send
Primary School and move on to secondary school.
