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THE LATE Mr K. J. FRENCH

In the last edition of the Newsletter we recorded the death, at 89, of
Joe Baigent. It is our sad duty now to report that Jim French died on
10th February; also aged 89. : ‘

Mr French (as he was always known to his fellow membeérs of this Society) .
was able to make what must now be an almost unique claim that his grandfather
was born iv 1800. He himself was born in 1889, and as he put it, "Few
families have such a generation gap as my own'. ' '

His parents had come to Send from Penhurst in Sussex in 1872 and many
members of hLis family, including his father and sister, are buried in the
churchyard there. His father was a schoolteacher in the 1860s, but in Send
was employed as butler at Lady Wharncliffe's house, -which stood at Wood Hill.
His mother was housekeeper there. In 1884 they moved to Goodgtove,

Send Marsh Road, and it is only Mr French's death last month which breaks
this occupation. : S '

As a boy in the 1890s, he remembered the first motor car coming through
Send; and then when the 5 m.p.h. speed limit and the preceding man with a
red flag were abolished in 1896 he and other children would stand at Send
Dip to watch the vehicles trailing dust along the Loadon koad.

Mr French served an apprenticeship in Guildford and subsequently ran
his own joinery business from Goodgrove until the slump in 1932. . Not
withstanding that, he continued working until a great age, and was still
clambering on roofs when in his seventies. With his parents and grandparents
spanning the whole of the 19th century, his memories were rooted firmly in
the past. In spite of this, his attitude to life was in many respects
remarkably modern with his flowing hair and drooping moustache. Always
interested in history, and particularly local history, he was one of the
first to join the Society when it was formed in January 1975. Although not
in the best of health, he clearly enjoyed our Cpen Meetings, and particularly
our Christmas cheese & wine parties, but almost seemed at his happiest in
the company of young children. A former pupil of Send School, he was:invited
to St. Bede's Middle School as part of the Silver Jubilee celebrations in
1977, and established a close rapport with the children, who were fascinated
by his reminiscences of Queen Victoria's Diamond Jubilee in 1897.

He was independent until the last, choosing to live on his own at
Goodgrove, from where he would travel regularly by bus to Woking to shorgp.
Cn the journey he would keep other passengers enthralled with his recollec=
tions. Finding it difficult to stoop, he still managed to grow vegetables;
good eyesight enabled him to plant cabbages, for instance by dibbing a hole
in the soil with his walking stick and dropping the young plant, like the
expert marksman he was, direct into the hole from a standing position.

Mr‘?fench wrote his reminiSQengeé and philosophy dbwn for the Society
and it was published in five insStalments in the Newsletter last year under
the title "Send Past and Present. It was an absorbing saga which he took
pleasure in seeing in print, and which weé are pleased to have been able to
publish in full during his lifetime. R

Annual General Meeting - 22/2/79

The A.G.¥., which was'héld In the Church Room on 22nd February, was
attended by 57 members and chaired by Ken Bourne. In his report as Chairman
Ken referred to the completed restoration of the Royal Arms, and to the fact
that two new working groups, photographic and buildings, had started during
the year as a result of the questionnaire distributed at the 1978 A.G.M.

He stated that there was much work still to be done, particularly with
regard to documents.

Ken also presented the accounts on behalf of the Treasurer. It will
be seen from the statement of account which appears in this edition of the
Newsletter that a balance of £60.25 is carried forward to what is now the
current year, in addition to a reserve of £270 for financing the printing
of the proposed Church Guide. Our sincere thanks are due to Jean Croucher
for all the time she has put in to keep the books straight. It was a
complicated year from the accounting point of view with donatlons for the
Royal Arms practically doubling the amount of work.

The secretary reported that membership had increased by some 15% to 245,
There were seven full meetirngs during the year and four outlngs. 8ix
Committee meetings had been held, attended by an average of 13} members.

Six Newsletters had been produced, in which there had been ten different
contributors. A1l of the typing had been done by Chris Parker, who with
Geoff Parker had also assisted editorially. The natural ‘history group had
as usual been very active, meeting every fortnight for walks, holdins two
painting evenings and organising a coach trlp to Sllmbrldgo, attended by
some 50 members.

On re-election as President, Jim Oliver mentioned the work done by
Ken Bourne in preparing the proposed Church Guide for publication - in par-
ticular he referred to the painstaking precision involved in measuring the
annual rings of the oak trunk out of which the primitive parish chest had
been hewn. ‘It is hoped that this will enable the chest to be dated

reasonabiy accurately.

Ken Bourne and Les Bowerman were re-elected as Chairman and Secretary
respectively. Janet Hill was elected as Treasurer in place of Jean Croucher,
who wished to stand down. In addition to the principal officers, the 1979
Coumittee is comprised as follows: Jean & Ron Croucher, Alberta Giles,

Ted Goldup, Gloria Henson, Tony Medlen, Flossie Oliver, Chris & Geoff Parker,
Bette & John Slatford, Barbara Tinkler and Janice Wood.

CHURCH GRAFFITI
Illustrated Talk by Mr & Mrs Rusbridger on 18/1/79

There was an audience of about 37 at the Church Room on 18th January
for the illustrated talk on Church Graffiti by Mr & Mrs G. Rusbridger of
Guildford.

Graffiti are drawings or writing scratched on a wall or other surface.
There are graffiti on the walls of Pompeii. The most interesting ones are
pre-17th century.  From that time onwards they are less interesting and lack
religious significance. The speakers are methodically recording graffiti
in churches because they are disappearing with replastering etc. It is
believed that there were so many graffiti because the church was the social
meeting »lace. They seem to have been done largely by educated people, or
at least by those who were articulate in artistic terms. Some were done
by masons, others.by priests and monks.

Graffiti are to be found mostly in churches south of a line from the
Wash to the Bristol Channel, and it is to be observed that many of the churches
in this vart of the country are built with clunch, as opposed to harder
materials further north.

Graffiti are frequently to be found in church porches, on pillars facing
the south door and in towers. They are also to be found on effigies, pews,
etc. In Compton Church there is one in the form of an abbot's head, which
the Churchwarden maintained was not there, although he had occupied the pew
for 20 years Wwith the carving on it.

Some of the inscriptions are of pre-Christian origin, and some may have
more than one meaning. The swastika has been known for 4,000 years.
Solomon's knot dates as far back as the first century A.D. - it is a sign
of the continuity of life - the swastika and its variants come from it.

In 3uildford Castle Keep there is a circular motif, possibly carved by

prisoners. The five-pointed star appears in 20 different countries - it

is sometimes called a witch's foot. Pilgrims' crosses are freguent - it

is said that one was carved before leaving and another on returning. Other
common forws are fleurs de lys, shields, ragged staffs and trefoils. The

device for Nine Men's Morris, which goes way back, is usually found on seats.
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In one place a grapevine grown against the wall of the c¢hurch in the 14th
century for communion wine is depicted. One graffito states "The Pope is
a Knave', but that is a 17th century one. In Ockham Church, as seen by’
those who visited it on 25th February, is a picture of a bell being pulled.
There is a flower at Pyrford, and the owl and the pussycat at Tewkesbury.
There are other animals, including angular looking deer, in a church in
Sherwood Forest. There are ships in coastal areas, windmills, windows, a
complete picture of old St Paul's, a 14th century hobby horse, one devil,

a boy bishop (elected on 6th December on the feast of St Nicholas), Simon &
Nell (2 Slmnel), and the Cru01f1x1on. ‘ : L N :

There is one book on church graffiti in a limited part of the country.
The Rusbridgers have considered producing a more comprehensive one, but fear
that popularisation could lead to further destruction or disfigurement of
existing graffiti, or possibly to a rash of modern ones!

VISIT TO OCKHAM - FEBRUARY 25th, 1979

Thirty-five members assembled at All Saints in bckham Park on a cold,
clear Sunday afternoon in early spring to be shown the church by Ann Watson,
Secretary of Ockham History Society (and also an early member of Send History
Society).

After a brief tour of the churchyard, picking out some of the more
interesting mwonuzments, and a cursory inspection of the outside fabric of the
church, the party assembled inside and soon realised that the speaker was
very much at home with her subject. In fact she proceeded to give us a
combined architectural and historical tour of the church as a whole, com-
mencing with the famous seven light east window, and ending on top of the
fine west tower.

The probable source of the east window from Newark Priory after the
Dissolution was explained, and the high quality of its detail duly stressed.
Attention was drawn also to the remaining 13th century jambs and sills of
three lancets on the outer east end, which the window replaced. The stained
glass in the seven lancets, designed by the prominent Victorian architect
8ir T. G&. Jackson, and executed by Powell, is adequate in this situation.
Only one parallel exists in England to this window, at Blakeney on the North
Norfolk coast, not far from the rectory at Burnham Thorpe, the birthplace

of Nelson.

The brass beside the altar within the sanctuary on the north side com-
memorates Walter Frilended.1376, a lay landowner in Ockham at the time of
the Black Death. In spite of belng married, and contrary to Roman Canon
Law, he must.have become lay rector and finally been inducted to the vacant
position of priest during the Black Death in 1349 at a time when England had
lost a large part of her population. Walter Frilende survived the Black
Death and it is interesting to see the present bearers of this ancient name
still number a dozen in the Guildford Telephone Directory.

On the south side of the altar is the brass to John Weston dak83, a
member of a great local family with holdings in Ockham, Clandon, Albury and
Send, and distantly related to the builders and owners of Sutton Place.

Two Early English piscinae are set in the south wall of the chancel.
Siunilarly they may have been brought in with the east window.
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_The rood loft no longer exists and fragments of a former chancel screen’
appear to be incorporated in some ancient pews. However the stairs-giving
océess to the rood still remain on view,; and proved a fascination to many
mewmbeérs. An image bracket with canopy still remains intact in the North
Chapel, now the vestry, but another on the north pillar of the chancel arch
has béen mutilated either at the Reformation or during the Interregnum.

On the south side of the chancel arch stood the Qltar of a Lady Chapel,
with the evidence of a 14th century piscina set in the south wall of the nave.

Leading off from the two bay north aisle is the King Chapel, which was
opened for us. . Built in 1735 in stock bricks, all headers, the chapel con-
tains the monument by Rysbrack to Peter, Lord King, Lord Chancellor of
England, and founder of the Lovelace dynasty at Ockham, 6f which so much
evidence still remains today. - :

The tower provided the final attraction, containing the ringing chamber,
clock and belfry, reached:by-a spiral stone stair, with.finally, a ladder
to give a view from the top. The clock is in magnificent condition, 1820,
serviced and maintained by Thwaites & Co. of London, and custodians, among
others, of Big Ben in the Palace of Westminster. The Peal of Six are also
in fine condition, some recast in modern times, and all housed in a wooden
bell cage built by the Ockham Estate arpenter in 1935. We were also given
a professional demonstration of the '"ringing up' of a bell while several
rembers remained in the belfry - something they had never seen before and
may never see again.

_Most of the party found Ann Watson to thank her personally at the end
cf a thoroughly enjoyable afternoon. Everyone went home thinking how worth-
vnile the visit had been. ‘ :

SLIMBRIDGE STARTS IT ALL..... !

‘My'firstAstep in joining the Send Natural Bistory Group came when I was
asked to Slimbridge, the wildfowl trust in Gloucestershire. Setting off,
the day was fine and fairly warm. I really enjoyed myself, seeing .the
-arious different kinds of birds and their different habits, and everyone
else whom I talked to were also enjoying themselves.

From that day, I decided to join the Society and attend the rambles
which are held every other Sunday in succession. Farley Heath was the first
ramble I went on. We all started off with great- zest as the day was sunny
szud warm, just the weather for walking. Although we did not see many birds,
there was an enormous amount of fungi to be found if you looked hard enough.
Bracket fungi was.a popular sight and Fly Agaric, with its distinctive red
cap, which has always been taken as a poison warning, although it is not as
dangerous as the Death Cap (Amanita Phalloides). another fungus which we
smelt rather than saw was the Stinkhorn, which has a layer of white liquid
in its. cap which stinks. The flies eat this thinking it is rotting flesh.
Fox prints and badger prints were also spotted.

Sheepleas was the next walk. slthough it was not such a bright day,
it was most enjoyable. igain a wide variety of fungi was seen, ranging from
Tuffbs1lls, which arc edible when young and ripe, to the Shaggy Inkcap, which
has an umbrella type cap which is creauy white with a brown or coffee peak
and a tint of grey at the bottom. It is black underneath and the stalk is
walite. The Shapgy Inkcap lies close to the ground and is approximately
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10 c¢m in height. apart from the fungi, many trees were recognised or their
identities discovered. There was the Wellingtonia, the Douglas Fir, the
Norway Spruce, best known as the Christmas Tree, and a lot of common trees
like the Oak and Sycamore. ' In all I learnt a lot.

Silent Pool was next, again rather dull, but it did not matter. More
birds were seen on this occasion, for example, the shy moorhen, which was
seen swimming around in the reeds of the Silent Pool. We were lucky enough
to see the kingfisher flying over the pool. It had the most brilliant
colours and we all spent a long time studying it. So the walk was very
interesting. ' | |

Sheepwalk was one of the best walks. It was a cold and frosty morning
and on the way round we saw the redwing, chaffinch and moorhen. But as we
were returning to the car, things started to get exciting. First a kestrel
was spotted on a branch not far off. Looking through the binoculars, it
was fascinating to watch the bird's movements, it was so close. The talk-
of the morning was when a bird with a large wing span was spotted flying over
a grassy area to our left. There was a lot of talk on what it might be and
a lot of studying by all the spellbound watchers. It was later established
to be a hen harrier. What luck!

As you can see, I have seen a lot which I know I would not have seen
if I had been on my own, although you will not see things like a hen harrier
ca every ramble. There is also a lot to be found on the ground, things that
you wmight not see and trample on. The Society has taught me to look.

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NATURAL HISTORY WALKS

Sheepwalk - 28/1/79. There was a lot of activity in the bird world on this
oright but cold morning. A water rail scurried away along the ditch as we
arrived. Brambling, chaffinch and greenfinch were feeding together, and a
pair of bullfinches flew overhead. A treecreeper crept like a mouse up the
tree trunk. Snipe zigzagged up from the icy fields and a great spotted
woodpecker sounded his alarm call as he saw us human beings. Redwing and
fieldfare hunted amongst the tufts of grass for any insects or grubs that
were to be found in the frozen ground. A kestrel was observed for some time

25 1t sat watching for prey on a telegraph pole. There were also some snow
buntings about, rare visitors to our area. But the most exciting event that
rorning happened as we made our way back to the cars. 4 large bird of prey
was sighted coasting low over the ground. It was identified as a female

hen harrier. We watched it for some 20 minutes before it disappeared from
view over the irees. :

Wood Street - 11/2/79. Compared to the last ramble, not a lot of wildlife
was in evidence. It was a cold, rather dull morning and slushy underfoot.
There were some fieldfare and lapwing in the fields, and magpies uttering
their raucous chattering. Towards the end of the walk, we had to go through
a railway arch, which was flooded to the depth of a foot or more. Some of
the group had not taken heed of the notice in the Newsletter to wear rubber
boots, so- John Bartlett gallantly ferried about eight people pick-a-back
fashion across the flood. We all arrived back at the cars cold but dry and
ready for a welcome cup of coffee. : o

Tarley Heath - 25/2/79. & favourite spot and a sunny though cold morning
combined to make this a very enjoyable ramble. Soon after arriving, we
spotted two roe deer making their way through the dead bracken. The badger
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sett is very active - holes being dug out and bedding being taken down, a
sure sign that there are newly born cubs in the sett. Also it is probable
there is a vixen there with cubs in another part of the sett. Among birds
sighted were treecreeper, kestrel, marsh tit, hedge sparrow, jay, great tit,
blue tit and bullfinch. A green woodpecker and little owl were heard.

L.B. The female hen harrier is a large brown bird with barred tail
and a white rump. The male is rather smaller, pale grey in colour, with
black wing tips. He also has a white rump. Since the Sheepwalk ramble,
both male and female have been seen in the area. aléo as a matter of
interest worth recording, about 35 female and twec male goosanders have spent
some weeks on Papercourt Lake. Teal, wigeon, shovelers and shelduck have
also been sighted. The great crested grebes which disappeared when the
lakes were frozen over - presumably they went to rivers or reservecirs as they
are fish eaters - have returned and are now displaying.

SMALLPOX IN SEND

The notes on '""Smallpox in Send'" in the last issue of the Newsletter con-
tained references to Lady Mary Wortley Montague, wife of the English
‘ambassador to the Turkish Empire at Constantinople, she being the person
responsible for introducing the smallpox inoculation into England in 1717.

The surname of Wortley may be known to some members as that of the Earls
of Wharncliffe, the widow of the first Earl having lived in Send at Woodhill
for 28 years until her death in 1927. This Countess of Wharncliffe was
mentioned by Peggy Aldridge in her talk on Ockham and the Lovelace Family
two years ago, when she explained the connection between the Wharncliffe and
Lovelace ramilies, and she has now promised to trace the descent of these
personages from Lady Mary Wortley in the next Newsletter. It is interesting
to find that a descendant of this colourful lady lived in Send for some years,
and still more interesting to find that the parents of the late Mr French
were members of her household.

In addition I have obtained, on loan from the library of

s Frances Collins of Meonstoke-by-Southampton, a copy of '""The Letters of
qady Mary Wortley Montague 1709- 1762", published by Dent (London) 1906.
This volume contains the letter to Miss Sarah Chiswell from Lady Mary dated
dprzl 1st 0.S. 1717 from Adrianople, and describes the operation of
'ingrafting". Extracts from this letter in the delightful idiom of the
early 18th century will be included in Peggy Aldridge's future article.
