Ken Bourne paid tribute to the Chairman, Les Bowerman, for his continuing hard work on the society's 
behalf. He drew attention to one ofLes's virtues, in that, however busy, he is always willing to attend 
to enquiries from all sources and deal with them promptly ensuring answers come back to the enquirer 
as soon as possible. If Les does not know the answer he usually knows a man/woman who does. Ken 
also thanked Anne Bowerman on behalf of the committee not only for her input as Programme 
Secretary but for hosting the committee and providing delicious refreshments at her home. 

Reporting on his roll as Journal Editor Ken paid tribute to AIan Tinkler who has for the second year 
quietly and efficiently persuaded our advertisers to renew their adverts in the journal. As mentioned in 
the previous issue number 174, Colbornes Garage, following an approach by AIlan, was delighted to 
renew their advert even though they have moved away from Ripley. We thank Colbornes and all our 
advertisers for their continuing support. 
The possibility of the journal costing more to print is dependant upon two factors, 1) the general rise in 
costs and 2) the inclusion of more coloured illustrations. The first can be controlled to some extent but 
the second may not be so easy. A limited number of coloured illustration are used from time-to-time 
but their presence approximately doubles the cost of printing. As more coloured photos, etc, appear 
from the 1960s, it is inevitable that their inclusion will affect future printing-costs; however, they do 
enhance the appearance of the journal. Costs will be monitored but ultimately, it is the quality of the 
articles and the appearance of the journal that must be the editor's main concern. 
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Chairman's repo rt 

2003/4 has been another busy and interesting year for the Society. With Cate Davey as Membership 
Secretary, membership has been maintained at around 300, although it is still too early to know 
whether we shall go into the coming year with that number as there are some who have not yet 
renewed. 

Committee has worked well with a good mix of old and newer members. Tony and/or Patricia Medlen 
have attended most of the meetings in spite of dividing their time between Surrey and Devon and their 
advice from long experience of the Society is always welcome. New members Andy Jones and Bob 
Stonard have both got stuck in with Andy vigorously chasing up and acquiring for the museum many 
useful items which would otherwise have gone into skips, and Bob doing good practical work on the 
Museum. Anne has been energetic as Programme Secretary, as a result of which attendance at both 
meetings and outings has been rising. Ken Bourne, our President, has maintained the high standard of 
the Journal with interesting articles and some artistic photography. Although not on Committee, Les 
Brown and Norman Carpenter, together with a score of distributors, have ensured that the Journal has 
been delivered speedily. We continue to rely on Secretary Marilyn Scrace for professional advice and 
experience on Museum matters, and on Clare McCann for her drive and initiative in putting on 
exhibitions and seeking improvements at the Museum. AIan Baker' s words of wisdom are always 
valued as are David Porter' s, albeit that he has been unable to attend many meetings this year due to 
pressures at work. 

The Museum. Again a good year for the Museum with some 28 new acquisitions plus books and 
videos for the library organized by Mavis Davies, and photos and postcards for the photographic 
archive kept by Jane Bartlett. Among the new acquisitions, listed on another page, one can highlight the 
following: The Ellenberger shield for the over-60s handicraft competition together with the Runners Up 
silver cup. The c1854 "Fishing Book" compiled by Arthur Lancaster of Sendholme when a boy. Eric 
Clapton Ripley cricket programmes of 1988 and 2003. Beautiful embroidered greeting cards of WWl 
period in embroidered cloth cases donated by David Porter. . 

The wrought-iron chemists sign made by C H Sex & Sons, blacksmiths, of Send. An anonymously 
donated humble milk bottle supplied by Keene Bros of Boughton Hall. A bible and payer book 
presented by Miss Lancaster of Sendholme 1908 and 1926 to members of the Giles family on 
confirmation. Signboards from Gibbs Agricultural engineers and other local concerns. Three Ripley 
Parish Magazines from a series which went to more than 800 copies over the years, but of which barely 
a handful appear to have survived. A scrapbook of various Send and Ripley cuttings from the 1960s. 
And fmally the splendid pre-war banner of the Ripley WI with its superb artistic local symbolism and 
made by local WI members. 

Two wonderfully comprehensive and nostalgic exhibitions have been put together by Clare McCann 
with assistance mainly from Jane Bartlett and Sheila Brown. They were on shops and shopping and 
currently on clubs and associations. The first of these particularly illuminated the problems of trying in 
one small building to have a permanent display, a special exhibition, lending and reference libraries, a 
book store, a reception counter, a research area, and a place to welcome visitors and have meetings. 
Mainly due to Clare' s drive, efforts are being made to address this problem. As a result of discussions 
with the Village Hall Committee the answer seems to be a high-class secure Portacabin type unit 
behind and with direct access to the museum building rather than a built-on extension. A folder here 
illustrates what is in mind. All being well, it will be funded largely through grants, and it is here that the 
great advantage of having a professional museum curator as our Secretary becomes so apparent. 
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An associated problem is storage of items not on display or in use. For many years most of this material 
has been kept at Send Manor as the inventory shows, but anno domini dictates that that cannot be a 
permanent solution. The Society has very recently been offered some secure accommodation in part of 
the former Methodist church at a peppercorn rent. There appear to be no strings attached, so this may 
be the answer. 
Clare and Anne have continued in our interest to attend Surrey Museums Consultative Committee 
meetings, John Slatford has done likewise with the Ripley Village Hall Committee, and John & Mary 
Campbell have continued to organize the Museum Stewards rotas . To all of them and to the stewards 
themselves thanks are given. 

Web-site. In this report last year I noted that Chris and Les Brown had been designing a web-site for 
the Society, and that it should be operating within the year. Committee members wanted a say in 
designing the site, but unfortunately were unable to put the time into it. The project has therefore 
'stalled' for the time being. 

Publications. Books have continued to sell well, especially the Schools book. The Ripley Church book, 
which came out just over a year ago was well received, and sales have been much as anticipated. 
Christina' s comprehensive analysis in the accounts shows clearly how many copies of all our books 
have been sold. One of our earliest, the Then & Now book of A J Munby's Walk around Ripley, has 
been out of stock for six years. A very reasonable quote for a facsimile edition has very recently been 
obtained so all eleven of our books will soon be available. 

In conclusion thanks are given to all who have helped the Society in any way but whose names have 
not been specifically mentioned.

CHANGES IN RIPLEY, JANUARY 2004. 
by John Slatford 

The record is in need of some updating with business changes that have happened (or have been 
threatened) over the past few months: 

Doctor's surgery 
The doctor's surgery in Rose lane has re-opened but now as Brelades Veterinary Surgeons. This is a 
branch of a long established practice with main facilities in Dorking. There are already branches in 
Bookham and Gornshall. 

Michels Restaurant 
Michels Restaurant is no more. The last owner, Michel Albina, had devoted much time and effort in 
continuing the business after the Michels left including the re-instatement of the Clock House clock 
over the entrance (see Journal No. 166). Sadly, however, he decided that he wanted to do something 
different. The new owners are Steve and Senna Drake. The name Drake's Restaurant is now over the 
front of the house and it opens in January. Steve Drake comes as 'chef-patron' having had extensive 
training with top chefs including Albert Roux and Marco Pierre White. The development on the former 
Colbomes site with eight houses, mostly in one terrace, has been completed. At fIrst called Newark 
Mews, it seems the builder has taken note of objections because of the distance from the Priory site and 
the name is now Heath Mews, Ripley. 

Town & Country Cars 
There has been much speculation over the planning applications to develop the Town & Country Cars 
site (or Suzuki Garage as it now seems to be known) with highly concentrated housing. To date, the 
applications have been refused but it remains to be seen what the future holds. The proposals involved 
demolition of the existing buildings, which are mostly modem or late 19th century. There is, however, 
an interesting building in the centre of the yard area, which would originally have been a stable and/or a 
coach house. It is marked on the Tithe Map and so must pre-date 1843 (see map copy). The building is 
today a joinery workshop but its original construction of brick with a half-hipped tiled roof is 
completely unaltered. We hope that listing of the building may be possible thus saving it from 
demolition. 
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Cbapel Farm buildings 
There is an interesting development in Rose Lane with reconstruction of the old Chapel Farm buildings. 
At present, we don't know what the end-result will be but it is nice to see that traditional methods are 
being used particularly with a new roof currently being built with oak timbers. 

Ripley Transformers 
In the High Street, at the Ripley Transformers site, the Victorian corrugated iron building at the tear has 
been demolished having been deemed to be too far gone for economical repair. Planning consent has 
been given for replacement buildings. At this time, it is not known what form or use these will have. 
Also in the High Street, the house White Hammer has recently changed hands and is now a solicitor's 
office with a residential flat. 

Ripley Antiques 

Opposite the Talbot, the former Ripley Antiques shop is 
now Ripley Horse and Rider catering for the needs of 
the horse riding fraternity . It is a family business owned 
by Emily Clarke and her family . The opening of this 
business came shortly after a David Reeves from New 
Zealand visited the museum. He was seeking to fmd the 
place where his grandfather had a grocery shop in the 
1920s. We were able to show him that Arthur Reeves 
was at this shop in Ripley, at least between 1922 and 
1930. There is also a record showing that Arthur Reeves 
was one of the owners of farren rights on the Green. 
David provided a photo of the shop as it was then 
together with one of his father as an errand boy working 
for David's grandfather (see photos, right and on next 
page). 
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The Jarmans of 
Weyside Market Garden 

The photograph on the right shows 
Sylvia Jarman in front of the market 
garden's mobile shop on Send Marsh ~ 
Road in July 2003. 
After 21 years selling their produce here 
and on the Portsmouth Road they have 
given up the mobile shop. They will 
continue to grow produce at their market 
garden at Weyside, Polesden Lane and 
welcome anyone who wishes to buy 
from them direct on every day except 
Monday. 
We are grateful to Sylvia for the 
donation of this photograph and to 
Dreda Todd, for informing the society of 
this change, in what had become a local 
tradition.

lane Bartlett takes up the story in the follow ing article: 
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Three generations of Market Gardeners. 
By Jane Bartlett 

David Jarman' s father, Charles, worked on a large farm 
near Portsmouth. The farm had 26 horses and four 
threshing machines, which worked on farms all over the 
south of England. The farmer gave one of his sons 
Homewood farm and £4,000. Charles came with him as 
farm manager. Unfortunately the son lived extravagantly, 
and after 2 years the farm was taken from him. 

A Mr Cooper lived at Wayside, a smallholding in 
Polesden Lant~. This was one of the I-acre plots with a 
house built about 1920 on land leased for 99 years by 
Surrey County Council from the Wentworth Estate of 
Ockham. Mr Cooper, who lived alone, asked Charles to 
come and work with him. When Mr Cooper decided to 
leave Charles went to Kingston to try and take over the 
tenancy. He had to borrow the fee of £35 from his father 
in Portsmouth. So in 1929 he had Cooper's greengrocer's 
round and his smallholding .. 

Although the smallholdings in Polesden and Papercourt 
Lanes were originally one acre, David, now has 13 acres, 
as, when others wanted to give up, he acquired the tenancy 
of their acres . 
His produce was sold at the Great Western Market at Brentford. 

Charles Jarman and van 

During the 1939-45 war when the government required all land to produce as much food as possible, 
Charles was asked to take over Wheeler's Farm land at Pyrford, and the land at Ockham Park. During 
this period, Mrs Florence Jarman ran a greengrocer's shop in Bishopsmead Parade in Horsley to sell the 
produce (including grapes from Ockham Park). So David had of necessity to go to school in East 
Horsley from the age of 5, until he was 11, so that he could go to the shop when school fmished. 

David was apprenticed for a year with A.W.Secrett at Heath farm, Send, then spent a further year at 
Merrist Wood before joining his father, having a glasshouse of his own to grow specialities. Even when 
he moved, after his marriage to Sylvia, to his own market garden in Westfield in 1976, he continued to 
help his father especially with the ploughing. He came back when his father died (aged 90) leaving his 
son Paul to run Westfield. 

History repeats itself, and Paul now helps his father with the ploughing and all repairs to the machinery. 
Carol comes over to work in the nursery pricking out the plants and helping in the farm shop. 

During the war the growing of flowers was restricted, but one of the main crops of that area was 
cornflowers. Different firms sent their own boxes down from Covent Garden to be filled, and several of 
the smallholders; (Messrs Collier, King, Brewer and Crane as well as the Jarmans) filled them and took 
them to Clandon Station. All the boxes had to be loaded in record time, as it was a passenger train with 
a limited stop. When there were rail strikes they had to drive to Covent Garden themselves and fmd the 
different firms . 
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Not only has the smallholding . 7--." 
grown from the original acre but in r ~. 

Qct 1958 at the sale of the 
Wentworth estate, Charles Jannan is 
listed as tenant of 10 acres at 
Wheelers fann. They rented much of 
Homewood fann until the 1970s and 
often they rented a couple of acres 
from other farmers to grow a 
cabbage or potato crop. There was 
also variety in their activities. At one 
time they had 200 pigs . (some of the 
sties are still there) and there were 
chicken runs up by the main road. 
(roast cockerel for Sunday lunch?) 
They are licensed potato merchants and pick up potatoes from other fanns in addition to selling their 
own. 

Apart from selling at Covent Garden, they at one time supplied 26 schools with vegetables, (including ' 
St Bedes and Westfield). All of them of course needed their sack of potatoes or lcwt of carrots flrst 
thing on Monday mornings. They then changed to supplying hotels from as near as the Talbot to right 
over to Dorking. These, of course, needed fruit as well as vegetables, so apart from selling they also 
bought at the Great Western Market, going there every day of the week 

David says that none of this would have been possible without the help of his wife, Sylvia,who after 
eight years as head hairdresser at De Nuville's in Woking, started working at the nursery, helping with 
the growing, gathering ,selling ,taking orders and getting them ready for delivery. In fact she delivered 
to hotels in Dorking with the young children in the back of the van. 

In 1981 at the end of July, they had loaded their van with lettuces, tomatoes and beans to take up to 
market when they were told there would be no sale the next day because of the August Bank Holiday. 
Rather than waste everything, Sylvia suggested they took the loaded van to the A3 and she sold their 
121b boxes for £1 each. They sold out. This was the start of the mobile van, which we have had in Send 
Dip on Friday mornings and in the Portsmouth Rd. on Friday afternoons. David and Sylvia still 
supplement their home grown produce with fruit and flowers from Covent Garden, so one day a week 
they leave at 3am to drive to the market to get the fresh flowers. 

They decided to give up the van in August 2003, but we have not lost our market gardeners. You can 
still buy direct from Wayside market garden on everyday except Monday.

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THE FAMILIES OF CHANDLER, FARMER & WHITE 
by 

Bette & John Slatford 

Among the many requests that we get for help with family history research, occasionally one develops 
into a mUltiple family search. One such has resulted from a business card recently left in the museum 
by Michael Ottewell who was seeking information about his mother's family of Farmer in Ripley. 
Bette's initial research quickly produced connections with two other local families, the Chandlers and 
the Whites. 

Thomas Farmer the elder was born in Overton in Hampshire in 1845 and came to Cobham some time 
in the 1860s where he married Anne in 1869. They had four children, all born in Cobham: Mary Jane 
(1872), Annie (1874), Kate (1876) and Thomas (1877). Although still in Cobham in 1881 with 
Thomas as a labourer, the family must have moved to Ripley soon after because he was listed in the 
1882 Kelly's Directory as a carrier from Ripley-to-London at the Spur Inn, Borough on Monday and 
Thursday returning to Ripley on Wednesday and Friday. Also living with Thomas in Cobham was his 
younger brother George, then aged 24, single and born in Overton. By 1901 he was still in Cobham, a 
grocer and beer retailer and married with four children. 

The Gables Ripley c1970 

In the 1881 census, the Farmer family are recorded living in Ripley in one half of the house called The 
Gables (demolished in 1972 - see photo) next to White Horse Lane where until recently Ripley's last 
petrol station was located. Thomas senior was then described as a coal merchant and carrier with his 
son Thomas, then 14, carrier's assistant. The daughters Annie and Kate were still at home. The other 
half of The Gables was occupied by the Goldsmith family . Charles Goldsmith was a saddler and 
jobmaster and it was his family, who later started the petrol station. It had been thought that in the 
various old postcard photos of this part of Ripley the horse drawn wagons were Goldsmith.'s but 
Thomas Farmer would more likely have been the owner. 
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Mary Jane Farmer, the eldest daughter of Thomas, married Charles Chandler in Cobham in 1888 and 
their eldest son also Charles, was born soon after in Ripley. Although the next two children were born 
in Fetcham, where Charles was a gardener, by 1894 they were back in Ripley when George was born, 
the fourth of their 17 children. They lived in the house called Little Barn, next to the present day 
pottery shop (the former Ken White's chemist shop). Charles senior, born in Worthing, was the fourth 
child of George Chandler, a builder, and his wife Ellen. After settling in Ripley, he became a carman 
working for his brother in law. He died in 1912 aged 43. 

In September 1892, Thomas Farmer senior died aged 43 and his carrier's business was carried on by 
his widow, Annie. Shortly before he died, he saw his second daughter Annie married to Douglas 
White in Ripley, who also became a carrier and coal merchant. Douglas, who was born in Bere Regis 
in Dorset in 1870, was described in the 1901 census as a railway delivery agent and he ontinued this 
role for the London and South Western Railwayallilthe Southern Railway until 1838 few years -
before he died in 1943. He also had a coal yard at the rear of the former school Ul ding, now the 
British Legion, in Rose Lane. He is said to have used the building as a store for many years before the 
Legion was established in the early 1920s. The photo below of one of the floats in the Commonwealth 
pageant (possibly the King George V Silver Jubilee in 1935) is said to be Doug White leading one of 
his wagons in the display. . 

Doug White and Annie had a large family of fIrstly two sons followed by fIve girls. Although we have 
marriage records of Hubert (known as Hugh) and three of the girls in Ripley, it would seem that none 
of them stayed here so that there appear to be no White connections in the district to-day. The 
Chandler family, however, have proved to be quite different. Perhaps the best remembered will be 
Alfred Chandler who, with his son Peter, operated a successful coach and car hire business at Burnt 
Common from after the last was through to the 1960s (see Newsletter No. 144). Another of Alfred's 
sons Gerald has told us that at one time some coaches were kept in the old barn that used to be next to 
our house, St George's Farmhouse. Gerald tells a story about a Ripley character Charlie 
"Cumberland" . From the NorthEast, he was 'passing through' Ripley at the time of the last war and 
'stayed for good' . For a while, he worked for Arthur Hill and lived with him at St George's Farm but 
mostly, it is said, he lived rough or in a farm caravan. Now in his nineties, he lives in a home in East 
Horsley. It seems nobody ever knew his real name! 

After a night on the tiles, Charlie would sometimes 'kip down' in one of the coaches in the barn. 
Gerald driving off the next morning would, after a while, hear a voice from the back asking to be let 
om Most of the Chandler sons and daughters stayed in or around Ripley and the family is still well 
represented in the village today. 
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Thomas Fanner junior progressively took over the family business from his mother and continued to 
be described as a coal merchant and carrier with his service to the Spur Inn, Borough becoming a daily 
operation. The coal merchant side was net listed in Kelly's after 1911 when he was only shown as a 
carrier. He was married in Ripley in 1907 to Mary Ann Quinn, an Irish girl recorded in 1901 as a 
servant at St John's Vicarage in Woking. They had four children: Thomas (1908), Kathleen Mary 
(1912), John Robert (1915) and Constance Margaret Annie (1919). 

The Fanner stables and yard were at the rear of The Gables off White Horse Lane. At some time, 
probably in the early 1920s, he acquired a motor van with the help of a loan, it is said, from Lady 
Lovelace. We are certain that he was the driver in the photograph of his van (see the photo on front 
page which we think may have been taken by Frank Pinnock who was very active as a photographer at 
that time). His grandson suggests that he was the original "White Van Man"! It is possible that the boy 
sitting on the step was Thomas's younger son John Robert. There are stories about Thomas and his van 
when he used to take laundry and fresh produce to Lady Lovelace when she was staying in London -
on one occasion the laundry was stolen from the van! 

Thomas Fanner continued to be listed as a carrier in Kelly's until at least 1930 but there is no local 
record of his death and there may have been no one to carry on with the business. His elder son 
Thomas died in 1934 aged 26 and we have no local record of his other son John Robert. It is said that 
Thomas's business and Douglas White's were independent of each other but there must have been 
close connections in various ways. 

The elder Fanner daughter Kathleen (Kitty) married Arthur Perryer in 1937 and had a large family, 
some of whom still live in Ripley and Send. The younger daughter Constance (Connie) was married 
around 1938 to Harry Ottewell and moved away to live in Kent. It was her son, Michael, who 
approached us for help thus prompting this research. 

We are grateful to Michael for his permission to produce this history and also thank Gerald and Joan 
Chandler for their large and valuable contribution to the Fanner/Chandler connections. 

Elderly two-wheeler 
by Alan Baker 

I was delighted when I saw the picture on page 6 of the January/February issue of Jack Holmes's father 
Robert on his motorbike, because that machine was the spitting image of my own first-ever powered 
two-wheeler, a 1927 557cc side-valve Ariel. Mine was bought halfway through my college days from 
one of my student mates for £5, a sum that really was acquired the hard way: I saved my train and bus 
fares by cycl ing 15 miles each day, for an entire summer term, between my home in Merton Park and 
Imperial College in South Kensington! 

While my Ariel had a pillion pad instead of the Holmes carrier, almost everything else looks just the 
same as I remember - the hand gearchange below the name on the petrol tank, the bulb horn on the 
handlebar, the oil 'sight-feed' adjuster on top of the tank (four drops a minute, I think, for ordinary 
town running) and the well-valanced front mudguard. The only significant difference seems to be that 
the Holmes machine has no headlamp whereas mine was superior in sporting a battery lighting 
system. 

The old thing (actually it was only nine years old when I got it) would do about 65 mph with me 'lying 
down' , and it turned in at least 70 mpg regularly in mixed going. Mind vou, these figures are really no 
more than intelligent estimates since the bike had no speedometer, such things not being a legal 
requirement at that time. I kept it for nearly two years and after I left college it was doing about 50 
miles a day from Merton Park to my work-place at Watford and back. Eventually I sold the Ariel for 
£4 to a friend and bought a rather more sporting N orton, but wished I hadn't because it never achieved 
the same almost total reliability. Ah, happy days!
